In Kingdom Kids, we are bold about sharing 
the gospel so that our elementary-age 
children are encouraged and reminded of 
who they are in Christ and equipped for their 
personal walk with Jesus! Our Sunday school 
teachers are prepared and trained, along with 
their own gifts and talents, to lovingly teach 
and build relationships with the children.  

Sunday school teachers, assistants and 
substitutes work in teams. Teachers lead a 
classroom during the 10.10 am Sunday school 
hour. Lead teachers commit to teaching at 
least twice a month. Substitutes and helpers 
can work out a schedule that fits their needs 
with the Kingdom Kids Coordinator. FPC 
staff take care of classroom setup, materials 
and clean up.

Chaperone a Trip: Drive a van, lead a small 
group and supervise

Middle School Helper: Come and have fun 
with the kids once or twice a month on 
Sundays, 5–7 pm.  

That our students would grow in their 
identity in Christ, have a sense of God’s call 
and find strong mentors and examples in the 
faith. That our staff and volunteers would 
find joy in their work and see fruit from their 
efforts. That God will raise volunteers and a 
student intern. That our parents would find 
peace in God’s sovereignty and would delight 
to spiritually lead their children.
